Approval of Absentee Ballots

Macy Payne, Absentee Ballots Manager, presented the Board with 2 military and 44 overseas
absentee ballots for review and approval. Vice Chair Jourdan move to approve the military and
overseas absentee ballots; Member Harvey seconded.
