
Each week, the state board updates the voter registration data for all 100 counties. The data can be 
found here: https://www.ncsbe.gov/results-data/voter-registration-data 
 
Zip files are provided for the entire state and by individual counties. Zip files can be extracted in either 
Window’s or Apple’s built-in file explorer, or with a freeware opensource program like 7-zip. 
 
For purposes of this example, we want to find a list of currently registered unafiiliated voters in 
precinct 801 in Forsyth County. 
 
1) Download Forsyth County’s current registration data 
 
2) Extract the file 
 
3) To view the data, open the extracted file in your favorite spreadsheet program, such as Microsoft’s 
Excel. In this example, here we are using the opensource and freeware LibreOffice, found here: 
https://www.libreoffice.org/ 
(The voter data in the screenshots is blurred because the information gets updated every week) 
 

 
 
4) Use the tools to set the first row to sort: 

 
 
  



5) For this example, we want to include only the currently registered voters (Active and Inactive). First, 
remove the voters that are not currently registered. (Uncheck ‘All’, check the voter statuses you want to 
filter by – here, “Active” and “Inactive,” the voters that will be included in our pollbooks on 
election day). 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
6) Use the first row’s sort function to remove everyone but voters from 801. (Uncheck ‘All’, check the

7) To find only unaffiliated voters, uncheck ‘All’, check the party (“UNA”) you want to filter by 
 

 
 

 
 
The remaining list is only the unaffiliated, active and inactive voters in precinct 801. This will include 
names, age at year end, residential and mailing addresses, and (if the voter has provided it) phone 
numbers.
